Richard
and his team are not ordinary auctioneers- they are knowledgeable radio wkpertsrduct auctions with
integrity in a warm, friendly environment. Richard can auction hundreds of radlts ¢odrse of a day so it's
a real treat to see so much variety in one place. If you've never attended anauadtiuns, you really owe it
to yourself to travel to Burbank, Ohio (a short drive south of Cleveland or west of Akrorgseiyau didn’t
know it, Richard Estes has been a long-time SARS member!

A family friend was graduating from college in Ohio so | had the changartizipate in Richard’s auction on
Saturday, April 25. | attended the auction preview on Friday night and posted afsghietos on our club
web site at:

As you can see from the photos, there was a lot of “stuff” at this auction. Taerdoxes and boxes of parts
and accessories--- everything imaginable. Large lots were auctioneiftifashion by Richard’s helpers
between 8 and 10 AM. The vast majority of these items sold for less than five.ddfilgou are a parts
scavenger, this would have been heaven. The real action began at 10 AM when Richaddstégpmain
podium and began auctioning the radios. There was an enormous assortment—battdriesssts feom
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1930 to the late fifties, boat anchors, consoles, transistors, tubes, antennaar,tesimeals, advertising
literature and even a large variety of Victrola parts. Most of the radiosuwveestored originals in fair to
good condition. There were a few sets in excellent original condition and othersttlaaehage refinish jobs.
